Fires in the Amazon rainforest have lasted for more than a month, arousing local concerns about
global warming. According to statistics, there were nearly 73,000 fires in Brazil this year, and more
than half of them occurred in the Amazon rainforest. The Amazon rainforest supplies about 20%
of the world's oxygen and absorbs about 2 billion tons of carbon dioxide every year. It is known as
the "lung of the earth" and can slow down the rate of global warming. The survival of the
indigenous peoples of the Amazon rainforest is also seriously threatened by fires and illegal
development and indiscriminate cultivation. The rainforest is also a habitat for many precious

species. If it continues to be destroyed, it will have a devastating impact on the global ecology.

Greenpeace pointed out that the fire is the result of increased deforestation, because the local
area mainly uses burning trees to cut forests and open up farmland. Deforestation will affect the

rainfall in the area, lead to drought, and cause global warming to form a vicious circle.

The Brazilian government has promoted environmental protection measures and a guarantee
system to balance the development of natural resources. However, since the new president took
the stage, it has deliberately withdrawn from the Paris Agreement, withdrew some of the policies

dealing with climate change, and cut back on the environmental and renewable natural resources

research institutes budget.
